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Tips for pronouncing $panish

Good news about Spanish pronunciation! All vowels in ANY word in
Spanish always make the same sound AND the consonants obey the
rules too. (Although people do speak with different accents, depending
on their region and background. )

c'sand z's N PN
c+e=th cero, once [ Ijaja
c+i=th cinco, gracias

Z+a,0,u=th zapato, corazon, azul
c+a==ka casa, catorce

c+0=ko como, color

c+ Uu=Kku Cuba, cubano

i'sand g's

J, as in jardines (gardens), is a harder, stronger version of the English
'h'. G, when followed by e and i, sounds exactly the same as j.
generalmente (generally) sounds like ‘Henneralmentay’. Otherwise, it
is pronounced as the English 'g' in go.

LL's
The double L, as in calle, is another characteristic Spanish sound. In
most parts of Spain it's like the ‘y' in the English.

h’s

The h is silent in Spanish, so you won’t be blowing any candles out
when you pronounce words that begin with this letter. Best to imagine
it's not there and pronounce the second letter in the word.
